SAMPLE HR POLICY FOR STUDENTS PARTICIPATING IN MEDICAL TRAINING 
Only those students participating in programs with which the hospital has an affiliation agreement shall be allowed to participate or observe as part of the patient care team. All students must provide a letter from their training program that clearly states the following:

· The training program has performed verification (as appropriate) of current licensure, certification, or registration
· The training program has performed verification of education, experience, and competency appropriate for assigned responsibilities
· The training program has performed a criminal background check with no violations
· The dates of the approved rotation
· The training program will provide malpractice insurance for the student during the rotation in the amount of _______________. 
· The student has been trained in the areas of confidentiality, patient rights, and respect for patients
· Immunizations as required per hospital policy are up-to-date
· PPD status is known.
Medical students and residents will participate in hospital orientation including fire safety, personal safety, hazardous materials disposal, security, information, and universal precautions. 

Documentation will be kept in the Human Resources Department.
